Application Process: Induction to the Masters Swimming Canada Hall of Excellence
occurs annually. The Committee shall receive applications and make their
recommendations to the Board of Directors for Masters Swimming Canada for their
approval.

Criteria:
Awards are based on sustained performance excellence at the highest levels
of competition in Masters Swimming.
Based on performance in a minimum of four age groups.
Emphasis is placed on National and International performances.
The person has been a consistent participant in competition.
The person has consistently demonstrated good sportsmanship.
A nominee’s minimum age for beginning competition is 18 years.
Nominees shall be limited to recognition for Masters participation only (not
prior competition).
Recognition of accomplishments may be based upon:
i FINA Masters World Records
ii. Masters World Championships
iii. Masters National Championships
iv. Masters National Records
- Nominees may still be an active participant.
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Announcement: MSC will announce the inductees annually at Nationals.
